A confined space that has one or more of the following
characteristics:

-Flamm G/V >10% LFL
-Comb. Dust > LEL
-Oxygen Def < 19.5%
-Oxy Enrichment > 23.5%
- > |DLH

-Electrical

- > PEL, acute
